General   

Erect deciduous shrub, usually found on logs or stumps. 

Leaves are alternate and oval. The fruits are bright red round 

berries, a little sour for some but edible. 

 Cultural Uses  

These berries were used as fish bait in streams and eaten raw. 

When gathered in quantities they were dried single like raisins, 

mashed into cakes for winter use. There are different harvesting 

techniques, clubbing the branches and allowing the berries to fall 

into a basket, or using a comb like implement, which meant you 

had to separate the leaves from the berries. The leaves can be 

dried and made into a delicious tea.
